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Ohio’s Clean Diesel School Bus Fund

Awarded Grants, August 2011
From the Spring, 2011 grant cycle, Ohio EPA is awarding 6 additional grants to school districts, for a total of $277,862.64.   These grants will install idle reduction technology on 100 buses.  These projects will achieve an estimated annual emission reduction of 130 pounds of particulates, and 4,760 pounds of nitrogen oxides.  These benefits will compound every year that these buses remain in service.
These grants are supported with a combination of funds from federal Clean Diesel grants awarded to Ohio EPA from US EPA, and civil penalties collected by Ohio EPA for violations of Ohio’s environmental protection laws.  

Since this grant program began in 2006, Ohio EPA has awarded more than seven million dollars to install pollution control equipment on 2,2,86 school buses statewide, install idle reduction equipment onto 451 buses, and remove more than 124 tons of pollutants from the air.  The next grant application deadlines will be September 1, 2011 and March 1, 2012.
