To calculate emissions, Ohio utilizes the methodology requiring employment data obtained from the 
U.S. Census Bureau, County Business Patterns.  

Each solvent-cleaning SCC identified above has an EF as indicated below which is used to calculate 
the VOC emissions by county.  The resultant emissions are reduced by thirty (30%) percent to 
account for the Maximum Achievable Control Technology (MACT) rules and are also reduced to 
account for point source emissions.
