8. In the event that Defendant violates any requirement of paragraph 7 of this Consent

Order, Defendant shall immediately be liable to the State of Ohio for payment of stipulated

penalties, without prior demand by the State of Ohio, in the amount of one thousand and 00/100

dollars ($1,000.00) per each day of each violation. Any such stipulated penalty shall be paid by

delivering to Jena Suhadolnik, Administrative Assistant (or her successor), at the address in

paragraph 7(b) above, a certified check for the appropriate amount immediately upon the date of the

violation, made payable to the Order of "Treasurer, State of Ohio.," The imposition, payment and

collection of stipulated penalties pursuant to violations of this Order shall not prevent the State from

pursuing additional civil, criminal, or administrative remedies for violations of applicable laws.

VIII . TERMIN A TI 0 N

9. No earlier than three (3) years from the date of entry of this Consent Order,

Defendant may move the Court, pursuant to Civ.R. 60(B), to tenninate this Consent Order if

Defendant can demonstrate that it has been in compliance with the obligations of this Consent Order

for such three (3) year period. The Plaintiff takes no position at this time as to such motion and

reserves any rights it may have to oppose the motion including the basis that three (3) years is, in

actuality, not an appropriate time period.

IX. RETENTION OF JURISDICTION

10. The Court will retain jurisdiction of this action for the purpose of enforcing this

Consent Order.
