3745-9-03 Monitoring well.

(A) If not otherwise regulated by the director, or another Ohio agency, board, or
commission, then the "Ohio EPA Technical Guidance Manual for
Hydrogeologic Investigations and Ground Water Monitoring,” or other
standards adopted by the director, shall be used as a guide for monitoring
well construction and sealing to prevent the contamination of ground water.

(B) A monitoring well that is damaged or deteriorated shall be either repaired to a
state consistent with construction requirements of paragraph (A) of this rule,
or sealed in accordance with paragraph (A) of this rule.

(C) A monitoring well that is no longer being used shall be sealed in accordance
with paragraph (A) of this rule.
